Office of the Vocational
Education Commission

Located in the Ministry of Education, OVEC is
responsible for managing vocational education
in accordance with the National Education
Act B.E. 2542 (1995)

It is required by the Vocational Education Act
B.E. 2551 (2008) to produce and develop
vocational manpower at the levels of skill
labours, technicians and engineers, and to
upgrade the occupational education to meet
the requirement of the labour market.

According to Section 8 of the Act, Vocational
Educational and training must be provided in
different forms as follows : formal education,
non-formal education, and dual vocational
education.

Dual Vocational Education refers to the
vocational education based on the agreements
between vocational colleges or institutes and
private workplaces, state enterprises or
government agencies in managing curriculum,
learning & teaching, and assessment. The
learners study theoretical courses at colleges
and practical courses at work places.

What is DVE management ?

Dual means “two parts” : a workplace and
a college. Youths joining on-the —job training
of DVE therefore have two status : college
students and apprentices. DVE is a form of
educational management which basic
vocational courses and basic practical courses
are provided at schools but vocational courses
and specialized vocational skills courses,
including on-the-job training are provided
at workplaces. However, it depends on the
agreements between the colleges and the
workplaces as well.

The objectives of DVE management :

.To prepare vocational manpower into

the labour market.

2. To produce sufficient experienced skilled
labours.

3.To produce manpower to fulfill the need
of workplaces.

4. To create a system of vocational education
provision for youths graduating at various
levels.

5. To give opportunities for both students and
working people tfo be able to constantly
develop themselves.

6.To make educational institutes prepared
for the educational revolution in
accordance with the National Education
Act BIE. 25652,

7. To reduce the budget problem of vocational
education management.

8. To provide learners with real practice and
vocational skills that keep up with the
rapid changes.

9.To encourage employment and progress

in careers.

DVE Management

DVE Admission : There are 3 levels of DVE students.

Certificate Level : The graduates of
Matthayom 3 (Grade 9) are accepted to
study D.V.E for 3 years and will receive a
Certificate of Vocational Education.

Diploma Level : The graduates of
certificate level or Matthayom 6 (Grade 12)
are accepted to study DVE for 2 years and will
receive a Diploma of Vocational Education.

Degree Level : The graduates of diploma
level are accepted fto study DVE for 2 years
and will receive a Bachelor’s Degree in
Technology or practical fields.
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
